MT. VERNON CITY COUNCIL

Council Minutes

February 8, 2021
The regular meeting of the Mt. Vernon City Council was called to order at 7:00 pm by Mayor Weston Frank, with the following council members present: D. Anderson, C. Powell, D. Renken, D. London and D. Maltsberger. Also present: Maint. Officer G. Deinert, and Fin. Officer L. Mayclin. Present for public participation Alan Birmeier and Jamie Birmeier of L&L Sanitation and Jeffrey McGhee, Jr. and Jarad McGhee.
Pledge of Allegiance was recited to begin the meeting. All motions are unanimously approved unless otherwise stated.
Motion by Maltsberger, second by Renken to approve the agenda.
Jeffrey McGhee, a new resident, was in attendance to discuss his home business – a car dealership. It was discussed that while we have no zoning that would prevent this, he will be required to abide by all ordinances. McGhee assured council that all vehicles will be nice, newer cars – no junk cars sitting around. Everything being worked on would be kept inside the shop. Anderson mentioned the concern of having the street and neighbors’ driveways blocked while loading and unloading vehicles. McGhee says he will be hauling the cars himself, so it will be single cars. He won’t block the street or neighbors’ driveways like a car hauler would. Frank mentioned another concern that Hohbach  (who wasn’t in attendance) had: noise. Frank noted our disturbing the peace ordinance and asked that McGhee adhere to it. London asked how many vehicles would be on his lot at a time. McGhee said 6 or 7. Anderson asked if he was going to also have a separate office. McGhee said the office would be in the shop. Renken asked if he would be parting out vehicles, and McGhee replied that he would not be. Anderson read the ordinance pertaining to vehicles, and McGhee said there wouldn’t be any junk cars sitting around – no parted out cars. Frank mentioned that if he had a reparable car come in that would put him in violation, he would have 72 hours to correct the issue. McGhee stated he needs a letter from the City, stating there is no zoning to prevent him from opening his business. Mayclin will get a letter for him. Deinert made mention that the alleyway needs to be kept clear at all times for utility or emergency vehicles. Frank said to just stay in contact with the City should he have any questions or concerns.
Motion by Anderson, second by London to approve consent items for January: Financial Statement, Council Minutes, General Fund Balances, Credits Report/Bank Statement and Payment of Bills.

OLD BUSINESS
1. The Birmeiers were present to discuss particulars on the garbage bidding specs. He says he would be interested in changing the largest dumpsters in town for smaller ones, if he gets the contract. He was advised that he would need to work it out with the various businesses in town. Anderson noted that the garbage ordinance will need to be updated, so he will have it ready for the March meeting. Council looked over the specs for bidding, making several adjustments. Mayclin will make the changes on the bidding spec sheet and have it for the March meeting.
2. Frank and Mayclin worked on The Hall area on the website. A link for TULIP insurance is now provided for those renters who would like to have alcohol. The facility continues to have rentals. Frank is working on getting a cleaning service again.
3. There are no big changes in Covid-19 cases in the area.
4. It is noted that one resident who was in violation of code enforcement has made improvements. 
5. Signs are up on Main Street.
6. Motion by Renken, second by Maltsberger to approve the 2nd reading of the following amendment to Ordinance 4.1.13. WHEREAS, the City Council of Mt. Vernon, South Dakota deems it necessary to amend the Mt. Vernon Ordinance TITLE IV – MUNICIPAL UTILITIES AND SERVICES, CHAPTER 1 WATER Section entitled Delinquent Water Accounts. NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MT. VERNON, TO BE AMENDED AS FOLLOWS: Payment on all water accounts is due by the 20th of the month following the date of billing. Payments received after the 20th shall be considered late and assessed a late fee, the amount of which shall be fixed by resolution of the governing body. Late payment on past due accounts shall be received by the last day of such month or the service may be disconnected. The customer shall be notified by regular mail of the disconnection seven (7) days in advance. If the customer is a tenant who is not the owner, notice of the disconnection may also be provided to the owner of the real property by regular mail. To avoid disconnection, the past due amount must be paid in full prior to the disconnection. Customers or property owners shall be charged a minimum of one hundred dollars ($100) for hookup to renew service after disconnection.
NEW BUSINESS
1. Maintenance Officer report: Deinert will be out for surgery/recovery from February 18 to March 25. During that time, we will have several people lined up to assist with any necessary tasks, including snow removal. 
2. Finance Officer report: CARES Act total paid to the city was $5,481.82, which is everything we claimed. The state no longer has a limit on how much we can accumulate for Capital Expenditures. It was previously $125,000, but now the maximum isn’t designated by the state.
3. Motion by Anderson, second by Powell to approve the following resolution: WHEREAS, the City of Mount Vernon is the record owner of the real property, LOT 12 Block 6 of the Original Mount Vernon also known as Davison County Parcel ID 14480-00600-012-00 (the “Property”); and WHEREAS, the Mount Vernon Fire Department is prepared to accept the transfer from the City of Mount Vernon in order to build a new fire station to provide continued fire protection and rescue services within the area currently covered by the Mount Vernon Fire Department; and WHEREAS, the transfer of the Property to the Mount Vernon Fire Department is in the best interest of the City of Mount Vernon and the general public. NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AND ORDERED the Mount Vernon City Council directs the Property to be transferred and conveyed to the Mount Vernon Fire Department. BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED the Mount Vernon City Council directs the City Attorney to prepare a deed of conveyance transferring the Property to the Mount Vernon Fire Department. BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED the Mount Vernon City Council directs the Mayor to take further action as may be necessary to facilitate and complete the transfer of the Property to the Mount Vernon Fire Department, including, but not limited to signing closing documents.
4. The SDML is looking into the possibility of an archive of minutes from cities, which could eventually take the place of the necessity to print minutes in the newspaper. This archive would be paid for by the cities, and would cost less than $300 per city. They are wanting to know if cities are interested in this.
5. The city has received a claim settlement amount from the recent hail damage at The Hall. The claim is for $24,990.83 less $6,964.02 for depreciation. 
6. No Executive Session for personnel and legal SDCL 1-25-2.1 and 2.3 was needed.
Motion by Anderson, second by London to adjourn at 9:06 p.m.
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
